Rules – refer to 1, 2 & 7 under Food Section plus the following:  

1. All exhibits should be in or on clean containers.
2. In the egg classes; the judge for judging purposes will open one 

egg.

3. Exhibitor must produce entries within the year.

Prizes:  -  1st - $5.00, 2nd - $4.00, 3rd - $3.00

1. Maple Syrup, 250 or 500 ml, sealed, no wax 
2. Fruit Juice, i.e. grape, rhubarb (must be processed),  

250 or 500 ml, sealed, no wax. List fruit.
3................................Home-dried veggies 100 grams. List 
vegetable(s) on label, 
..................................(i.e. tomatoes)
4................................Home-dried fruit, 100 grams - mixed (list 
fruit on label) 

5. Honey, liquid, 250 or 500 ml, does not have to be sealed
6...............................Home-dried beans, mixed, label with name 
of beans used

7. Mincemeat, 250 or 500 ml, sealed, no wax 
8................................Herbal vinegar - 250 ml or 500 ml. bottle, 
label with name of herbs used and date of preparation.
9................................Fruit vinegar - 250 ml. or 500 ml bottle, 
label with name of fruit used and date of preparation.
10..............................Pickled eggs
11..............................Collection of feathers from at least 3 rural 
fowl (e.g. bantam, guinea, goose, duck, chicken).   Please label 
with names of fowl.
12..............................Hen Eggs, white - 1 dozen in a carton. 
Clearly show name of breed from which they came on entry tag.
13..............................Hen Eggs, brown -1 dozen in a carton. 
Clearly show name of breed from which they came on entry tag.
14..............................Largest Chicken Egg – displayed in a 
suitable egg cup along with name of breed 

15. Fowl Eggs - display of 6 eggs from any other farm fowl 
(e.g. bantams, guineas), clearly named on entry tag.  
16..............................Smallest Fowl Egg – displayed in suitable 
egg cup along with name of breed.

One entry per species is allowed in this class.
